The GP Series 2010/2011 is organised under the overall authority of the Queensland Radio
Yachting Association and is conducted by the Host Clubs and their duly appointed Race
Committees for each nominated event.

4. RULES
The rules as applicable for each nominated event and the following for the GP Series will
apply.
5. ELIGIBILITY
The competition is open to entrants who comply with the eligibility requirements of any of the
nominated events. An entrant who enters one event of the series will automatically be
considered an entrant to the whole series unless the entrant advises otherwise.
6. SCORING.

An entrants five best places will be used to calculate their final point score of the series.
When three or more events are scheduled for the one zone (North, Central or South) two
events only in that zone are eligible to gain points in the series.

Bonus Points - Bonus points will be given to entrants who travel from a zone outside of the
zone in which an event is being held.

Zones N = North Queensland — Mackay to Townsville
c = Central Queensland - Bundaberg to Gladstone
S = South Queensland - Mooloolaba to Tweed Heads
